STUDENT VIDEO AND POSTER CONTEST INFORMATION SHEET

Date: Friday- Saturday, October 7-8, 2011

Place: Holiday Inn Hotel Koger Center, Richmond, VA

Purpose: The World Languages students’ contest is to provide language learners

with the chance to use skills to express themselves and to demonstrate their target language growing knowledge. The poster and video sessions will be judged according to an established rubric.

Judging: It will take place Friday, October 7th after 5:00 PM. Entries MUST be turned in during the morning hours.

Theme: “Languages are Timeless”

Categories: Poster Session and Video Session

Poster Guidelines:

􀀊 Poster dimensions: 36” high by 48” wide (unfolded)

􀀊 Use a three-panel (tri-fold), heavy-duty corrugated display board or a tri-fold,

foam-core presentation board. Posters must stand upright on a table once unfolded.

􀀊 The poster should focus on a topic related to the theme “Languages are Timeless” which students can interpret in a variety of ways. Explore the possibilities!

􀀊 Posters should not merely show photographs and/or artwork about the subject,

but should include sufficient information to explain the topic to a viewer

unfamiliar with it.

􀀊 Students may not copy and paste articles from online encyclopedias, but

should show original work and written content based on research.

􀀊 Judging will be based upon the technical merits and quality of the poster.

Video Guidelines:

􀀊 Must be appropriate to your level of learning.

􀀊 Video should be made in the target language with subtitles in English.

􀀊 No more than 1:00 minute in length.

􀀊 Showcase the theme in a creative way!

Awards: All students who participate will receive a certificate of participation. First place winners will win trophies for their schools and a $50.00 gift certificate. Second and third places will receive ribbons. There will be only one trophy and one gift certificate awarded per category regardless of the amount of participants per project.

Winners in both categories would be dispalyed during our Conference. Pictures of the poster and video will be part of FLAVA Facebook and webpage.
