Cercle Français CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I - NAME AND PURPOSE

Section 1 - The name of this organization is Cercle Français.

Section 2 - It is the purpose of Cercle Français to perform activities that cannot be done

during class period. It will give the student a chance to learn about and enjoy many customs of Francophone countries.

ARTICLE II - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1 - Those students who have taken or are taking French are eligible to join

Cercle Français. Honorary memberships will be granted to foreign exchange students.

Section 2 - Students may join Cercle Français at the beginning of a semester.

Section 3 - Dues for the following year will be determined in the spring by the

Executive Council. Dues must be paid prior to the first meeting of the semester..

Section 4 - French Club officers are expected to attend all French Club activity

meetings. It is hoped that all members will attend all business meetings and activities.

ARTICLE III - OFFICERS

Section 1 - The Executive Council consists of the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Student Council Representative.

Section 2 - The President will preside over meetings, appoint committees and schedule meetings as needed. The Vice President will preside over meetings in the absence of the President, supervise committees, collect written reports from committee chairmen following each activity and organize

Homecoming and Celebrate Language Week activities. The Secretary will keep minutes of each meeting. The minutes are to be posted within one week following the meeting. The Secretary is

also responsible for club correspondence, attendance records and the posting of the agenda of an upcoming meeting. The Treasurer will collect and distribute funds and keep accounts.

The Student Council Representative will represent Cercle Français in the

Student Council and act as liaison between the Council and the club.

Section 3 - Elections will be held each year in May. Members wishing to run for

an office must submit their names to the advisor during the month of April. Prospective mid-term graduates may not hold office. The advisor will prepare the ballot. Officers will assume their duties

following the last meeting of the school year.

Section 4 - Any officer who is inadequately performing his duties may be dismissed from office by the advisor. An officer wishing to resign his position will submit a letter of resignation to the advisor. The

resignation will be accepted or rejected by the advisor. In the event of a dismissal or a resignation, prospective officers will submit their names to the advisor within one week of the vacancy. The election will be held the following week. Current members of the executive council may not seek an office which has been vacated by dismissal or resignation.

ARTICLE IV - MEETINGS

Meetings will be announced and the agenda posted one week in advance.

ARTICLE V - amendments

An amendment may be added to this constitution by a two-thirds majority vote of

the members present.

ARTICLE VI

The advisor will retain advice and consent authority over all club activities. No

Activity may be planned or carried out without the permission of the advisor.
